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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to A Study and Comparison of
Expectations of Parents towards the Service Provision of Banbarayee School, Thung
Wa District, Satun Province, in the Academic Year 2022, Classified by Gender,
Education Level, and Age. The data collection tools used in this study included a
questionnaire with a Likert scale of 5 levels, consisting of three dimensions:
academic, service, and extracurricular activities. The statistical analysis used to
analyze the data included frequencies, percentages, means, standard deviations,
t-tests, and F-tests.

The research results found that

1. The students' parents had expectations for the educational services of
Banbarayee School. Thung Wa District, Satun Province as a whole and each aspect is
academic, service and student affairs. at a high level

2 . Parents of students have hopes for Banbarayee School's educational
services. Thung Wa District, Satun Province, overall different consistent with the
research hypothesis gendered parents Different levels of education and age had
different overall and individual expectations in all 3 aspects, at a statistically
significant level of 0.05. Male parents had higher expectations of educational services

than female parents.
