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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to study and compare implementation of
internal quality assurance Student Quality in basic educational institutions
Chumphonburi District Under Surin  Primary Educational Service Area Office 2.
Classified by position and experience of respondents. The sample group consisted of
226 are administrators and teachers. The sample size was determined using the
Krejcie and Morgan table and stratified random sampling. The instrument used in the
study was a questionnaire that was a 5-level estimation scale questionnaire. The
confidence value of whole questionnaire was .97. The statistics used in the data
analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation, Hypothesis testing by t-test, F-
test (One-way ANOVA) and Schaffer method.

The research findings revealed that

Primary Educational Service Area Office 2, Part 1 Academic achievement of students
classified by work experience, overall and by aspect were not different.

Primary Educational Service Area Office 2, Part 2 Desirable characteristics of students
classified by work experience were different and when considering individually, it was

significantly different at .05 level.
