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Abstract

This research aimed to study 1) the learning environment management in opportunity
expansion schools as perceived by teachers, 2) to compare teachers’ perceptions of learning
environment management in opportunity expansion schools classified by gender, and 3) to
compare teachers’ perceptions of learning environment management classified by teaching
experience. The sample was 302 teachers working in opportunity expansion schools under the
Surin Primary Educational Service Area Office 3. They were selected by using the Krejcie and
Morgan sample size table and stratified random sampling. The instrument for collecting data was a
five-level rating scale questionnaire with an overall reliability coefficient of 0.958. Analysis of data
was conducted by using descriptive statistics, including percentage, mean, and standard deviation,
and inferential statistics, including the t-test and one-way analysis of variance.

The research results were found as follows; 1) the overall learning environment
management in opportunity expansion schools as perceived by teachers was at the highest level;
2) the comparison by gender revealed no statistically significant differences overall, except for

physical facilities and other factors, which showed statistically significant differences at the .05
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level; and 3) the comparison by teaching experience indicated statistically significant differences at
the .05 level, with teachers who had more than 10 years of teaching experience rating the
learning environment management higher than those with less experience in several aspects.
