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Abstract

This research aimed to study and compare the implementation of student council activities
in opportunity expansion schools under Surin Primary Educational Service Area Office1, categorized
by position and work experience. The sample group consisted of 105 school administrators and
teachers responsible for student council activities. The research instrument was a five-point Likert
scale questionnaire with an overall reliability coefficient of .968. Statistical methods used for data
analysis included percentage, mean, and standard deviation, while hypothesis testing employed t-
test and F-test statistics. To explore guidelines for developing student council activities, nine school
administrators were selected as key informants through purposive sampling.

The research results revealed that the overall implementation of student council activities
was at the highest level. When considering each aspect, the origin of the student council activities
had the highest mean score. A comparison of student council activity implementation (1)
categorized by respondents' positions showed no significant differences, both overall and in each
aspect; (2) categorized by work experience showed no overall significant difference; however,
student council meetings and the evaluation of student council activities showed statistically
significant differences at the .05 level. Guidelines for implementing student council activities should
include organizing meetings systematically, establishing clear structures and defined roles,
proposing projects aligned with the school's goals and context, building collaborative networks with
other schools, using diverse evaluation methods, integrating activities with learning management,

and promoting understanding of the student council's role as a democratic mechanism.
