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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1. to study the level of school administrators’ good
governance as perceived by teachers in Lamphu-Bang Nak Network Center under the Office of
Narathiwat Primary Educational Service Area 1; 2. to compare the level of school administrators’
good governance as perceived by teachers, classified by educational background and work
experience; and 3. to investigate the problems and suggestions regarding school administrators’
good governance. The sample consisted of 109 teachers, determined by Taro Yamane’s formula.
The research instrument was a questionnaire. Data were analyzed using a statistical software
package. The statistics used included Mean, Standard Deviation, Independent t-test, and F-test
(One-Way ANOVA) with Scheffe’s method for post-hoc comparison.

Research result can be concluded as follows;

1. The school administrators’ governance as perceived by teachers in the Lamphu-Bang
Nak Network Center, Mueang District, under the Office of Narathiwat Primary Educational Service
Area 1, was overall at the highest level ("X" = 4.59). Every individual aspect was also found to
be at the highest level.

2. The comparison of the level of school administrators’ governance, classified by
variables, concluded that: 2.1 Classified by educational background: there were no significant
differences in the overall and individual aspects. 2.2 Classified by work experience: there were no

significant differences in the overall and individual aspects.




3. The problems and suggestions regarding school administrators’ governance were as
follows: 3.1 The problem with the highest frequency was that administrators did not enforce rules
and reqgulations on personnel equally and lacked equity. 3.2 The suggestion with the highest
frequency was that administrators should strictly adhere to and follow rules and regulations,
enforcing them on all personnel with equality and equity.
